Application Fee: HKS75 is payable online.

Applications through the Kindergarten Nomination Scheme should satisfy the
requirements for full fee remission. Applicants must also submit the Nomination

Form from the Head of Kindergarten via online submission as attachment.

Note: Late applications will not be processed.

No further information will be accepted after the deadline for registration.

Interview Arrangement

All applicants will receive the opportunity for the first round of interviews.
Around 300 applicants will be shortlisted for the second round of interviews.
Interviews will be held between October to December. Applicants will be
notified of the interview(s) by email accordingly.

Admission criteria are largely based on the applicant's interview performance in
the aspects of social and communication skills, attitude and manners.

Weighting-scale of the admission interviews are as follows:
