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History and Development
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of. Paul’'s Co-educational College
(SPCQ) is respecied for its academic
and musical excellence while
upholding the Christian spirit and
principles. The school is dedicated
fo preserving the basic elemenis of
fraditional Chinese education while
incorporating modern educational
theories, concepis and values.
SPCC is recognised for the valuable
confributions its graduates, being
leaders in their respective professions,
have made fo Hong Kong.

Founded by the Sheng Kung Hui in
1915, the school was originally a girls’
school. It starfed 1o accept both boys
and girls — the first in Hong Kong —
when it was merged with a boys’
school in 1945.

SPCC is one of the first schools o
converi from an aided school 10 a
Direct Subsidy scheme school, and
has adopted a ‘through-train® mode
with its primary school since 2002.
The school remains commitied fto

a need-blind admission policy and
offers quota-free fee remission and
financial aid fo studentis with financial
needs to ensure that it will not turn
into a school only for those who can
afford to pay the tuition.

In 2008, the primary school moved
from Central io a new, state-of-the-
art campus in Wong Chuk Hang,
making way for the construction of
an extension block for the secondary
school on MacDonnell Road.

The extension block, Li Chong Yuet
Ming Building, opened in 2011 and
provides a residence hall, a lecture
theatre, an indoor games hall,
science laboratories, classrooms
and other special rooms to advance
our facilities to meet future curriculum
requirements. The exisiing red-brick
campus has been re-configured
with modernisation of the library,
upgrading of sporis facilities and
expansion of music facilities for a
better, holistic education.
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Christian Education and Pastoral Care
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We are a school under the Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui
(HKSKH) and students are given care and guidance in

accordance with the Christian faith and its emphasis on
the value of the individual.

Moral and Christian education in the primary school
is introduced through lessons, falks, morning prayers,
weekly assemblies, and a range of programmes. For
example, Gospel Station, exira-curricular activities
(Little Christian Soldiers and Superkids), and “Gospel
Night” for the whole family which is held before ithe
end of June yearly. To encourage our students to be
“‘doers”, we put a lot of effort on designing assignmentis
and activities for students to put moral and Christian
values into praciice, enhancing them to be equipped
with inner qualities.

The primary school works closely with St. Paul’'s Church,
including participating in Education Sunday Worship,
choir singing in Thanksgiving Worship, organising the
“summer Parent-Child Fun Fun”® activity, and inviting
the pastors of Si. Paul’'s Church 1o host Chrisimas
and Easter sacrament worship services. Parenis and
students have many opportunities to get in touch with
the Christian faith and our pastoral church.

In addition to daily morning assemblies and Religious
Studies lessons, Christian education in the secondary
school is enhanced through a series of programmes
by the Christian Fellowship. Christian teachers and
pastors provide students with spiritual care and
guidance. Pastors from Si. John’s Cathedral and Si.
Paul’'s Church pay regular visiis to both campuses io
share the gospel and provide students with spiritual
care and guidance.

The discipline panel, counselling group, careers staff,

school social workers and educational psychologist
work closely to offer studenis counselling services
and organise related activities for them. The religious
and moral education team in the primary school also
provides fraining and support for the teachers in fulfilling
their pastoral role. The school social workers introduce
games for students to enhance self-understanding and
develop interpersonal skills.

Civic and moral education programmes are held
regularly at school to inculcate in each student a sense
of self-worth, social responsibility and cultural and civic
awareness. Several year-round incentive schemes
in the primary school are designed to give studenis
recognition for good conduct, moral values and social
pbehaviour.

There are prayer groups for parenis of both the primary
and secondary schools. The primary school also offers
courses and activities to support parents in looking after
the developmental needs of their children at different
stages, and io fosier a close partnership with parenis.

Every year, teachers of the primary and secondary
schools gather for a joint retreat at Sit. Paul's Church.
Teachers also participate in the HKSKH Church, School
& Social Service Development Day, Education Sunday
and Provincial Education Day Evensong.

SPCC is one of the first schools to converi from an aided
school to a Direct Subsidy Scheme (DSS) school. It has
enabled the school fo further its reputation as a leading
school in Hong Kong, which has a high teacher-student
ratio, a diverse range of multidisciplinary curricula on
physical and intellectual development, and local and
overseas educational programmes.

To ensure adequate support for studenis with financial
needs on their school life and learning opporiunities
at SPCC, the school has commitied to offering ample
financial aid in addition to the remission of tuition fees.
These include subsidies for overseas exchange and
exira-curricular activities and a bursary to cover their
expenses on schooling necessities such as textbooks,
school meals and uniform.

SPCC has adopied a ‘through-train’ mode with its
primary school since 2002. Siudents of the primary
school with satisfactory academic results and conduct
are aufomatically enrolled in our secondary school
without the need io sit any seleciion examinafion.
Through our academic curriculum, student enrichment
programmes, moral education, and pastoral care, a 12-
year seamless education from Primary 1 to Form 6 for
our students will be ensured.

Education at SPCC is recognised for being excellent, all-rounded, and at the forefront of educational developments.
We offer a stimulating and well-balanced school-based programme for primary and secondary education that is
student-centered and supported by a team of highly qualified staff.

The school maintains a very high teacher-student rafio
and many of our teachers possess a master's degree.
A considerable number of our English and Putonghua
feaching staff are university graduates from overseas
and mainland China respeciively. Ample opportunities
are provided to teachers for their continuing professional
development. Moreover, professionals are hired to teach
specialised subjects such as drama, public speaking,
theaire exploration, and crealive and modern dance.

Medium of Instruction

Cantonese is used as the medium of instruction in our
primary school. Putonghua is introduced in Primary 3 as
a medium of instruction for Chinese, and becomes the
main medium of instruction for Chinese in Primary 5. At
the same time, the Primary School also stresses English
proficiency. Except for cultural subjects, English is used
as the medium of instruction in our Primary 6 to prepare
studentis for a smooth fransition to secondary school.

English is the medium of instruction (Puionghua for
Chinese language in Forms 1 to 3) in the secondary
school. We aim for our students to be proficient in two
written languages (Chinese and English) and three
spoken languages (Cantonese, Putonghua and English)
by the time they are in Form 3.

il
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Class Structure
Primary School

There are 5 classes in each grade and about 30
studenis in each class. Key subjects (Chinese, English
and Mathematics) for upper Primary classes are taught
in small groups.

Secondary School

For Forms 1 to 3, there are 7 classes in each grade
and about 34 siudenis in each class. Studenis are
organised into smaller seis, about 22 studenis in each
sef, for English, Chinese, Mathematics and Society
Studies lessons.

Smaller classes and smaller subject groups are
infroduced for Forms 4 to 6. There are 9 classes in
each grade and about 22 to 24 students in each class.
Subject group sizes range from 5 to 26 students.

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Local Curriculum

Primary School

Our primary school curriculum focuses on:

(1) enhancing language proficiency

(2) nuriuring studenis io be seli-direcied learners

(3) emphasising moral education and students’ physical,
emotional and spiritual well-being

(4) cultivating multiple intelligences and sirengthening
gifted programmes

(5) promoting environmental practices

The balanced curriculum in the primary school enables
students to develop cognitive skills and lifelong learning. The
subjects offered at all levels are Chinese, Putonghua, English,
Mathematics, Science, Humanities, Visual Aris, Music,
Physical Education, Religious Education and Information
Technology, which are incorporated with elements of STEM
(Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics)
Education. To better prepare students for secondary school,
English Drama is introduced in Primary 6. Incorporating
self-direcied leaming and STEM elements, school-based
MASTER programmes, enquiry-based learning, and science
aclivities are introduced as we aim fo enhance studenis’
generic skills to become strong communicators and problem:-
solvers who think independently and innovatively.

The school is dedicated to creating a language rich
environment for siudenis to learn and use English and
Putonghua. Both Oral English and Putonghua classes
are faught by nalive speakers. Studenis are encouraged
fo demonsirate their language abilities by participaiting in
various forms of performances, such as recitations, story-
felling, drama, and signing. To lay a solid foundation in
English learning, pre-primary bridging courses are provided
for enrolled students.

To betier cater for learner diversity, small-group teaching will
be adopted as needed in upper primary Chinese, English and
Mathematics classes in Primary 6.

We aittach much importance to moral education and
students’ physical, emotional and spiritual well-being. Moral
and Christian education is infroduced through lessons,
falks, moming prayers and weekly assemblies, religious
programmes, and various award schemes which are designed
for studenis’ spiritual growth and well-being.

The school places a sirong emphasis on nurturing siudenis’
giits and talents. We provide enrichment programmes
tailored to students’ character and strengths, such as Multiple
Intelligences, Leadership Training Programmes for Prefecis,
English Drama, Young Writers, Debaiing, Mathematlics
Olympiad, Programme for the Musically Gified and Sporis
Teams. Studenis pariicipate in competitions overseas and
in mainland China to broaden their iniernational outlook
and enrich their life experience. Over the years, they have
received numerous awards and accolades in various learning
disciplines.

We are dedicated to promotiing environmental education
by installing various green faciliies around the campus
and implemeniing a wide variety of green programmes.
oustainability and environmental protection are taught and
put into action in every aspect of school life.
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Secondary School

Our secondary school curriculum aims o provide
students with a solid foundation and the skills that will
equip them for university studies and lifelong learning.
oStudents are offered a balanced and broad curriculum
that covers the core subjects and caters for individual
preferences and aspirations at the same time.

Form 3 studenis on promotion fo Form 4 may opt for
the three-year local curriculum, Hong Kong Diploma
of Secondary Education (DSE), or a one-year school-
based preparatory course leading to the Infernational
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme (IBDP) in Form 5
and Form 6.

An academic programme has been introduced to offer
Form 1 students a choice of learning spanish or French
that will evenitually lead to the Cambridge I1GCSE
spanish/French (as a foreign language) examination.

SPCC offers the curricula of the local
Diploma of Secondary Education
(DSE) and the International
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme
(IBDP) in parallel. We believe the
provision of the dual curricula enables
us to better cater fo our diverse
student body, which encompasses a
broad array of talents and interests and different learning styles.

The IBDP curriculum comprises a suite of six groups with
equal focus on boith the humanities and the sciences.
Students must select one subject from each of these six
groups — two languages (one from Group 1 and one from
Group 2), a humanities subject from Group 3, a science
subject from Group 4, a Mathematics option from Group
5 and an arts subject from Group 6. Students may choose
their sixth subject from among those offered from Group 1 o
Group 4 in lieu of Group 6.

Studenis also have to compleie three components which
are cenfral to the IBDP — Theory of Knowledge (TOK),
Creativity, Activity and Service (CAS) and Exiended
Essay (EE).

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Enrichment and
Gifted Programmes

Gifted education is integrated into the school curriculum
fo explore and enhance the potential of students. To
ensure that our siudenis are provided with an all-
round education, the primary and secondary schools
organise a series of enrichment programmes such as
instrumental classes, aclivities days, talks, outings and
workshops.

We implement the “One Life, One Sport and One Art”
programme for all primary students, while all Forms
1 fo 3 secondary siudenis are expecied fo take up a
musical instrument, a sport and a community service
activity. Studenis can choose from a great variety of
instrumental classes organised by the school.

For sports, trainings for elite athleies and over ien
sporis teams are offered in the primary school to
cater to different potential and interests. Students can
continue to develop their strengths and seek further
breakithroughs when they move on io the secondary
school. In addition fo the track-and-field games in the
secondary school, studenis are infroduced to other
athletic and interest activities such as golf, sporis
climbing, lawn bowl and archery. In July and August,
the school organises summer sports programmes for
students.

Community service helps siudenis develop a sense
of individual and social responsibility. Studenis can
pariicipaie in different voluntary activities through
which a spirit of serving the community is inculcated.

Young talents and high achievers are provided with
gifted programmes in their respective specialities.

A tailor-made programme for music talenis, Programme
for the Musically Gifted, has been designed fo offer
special mentoring and guidance in developing and
realising their potential, engaging them in wide-ranging
activities such as chamber music making, visiting
professional institutions, meeling composers and
artists in workshops and masierclasses.

As the first global member
school in Hong Kong, SPCC has been taking part actively
over the past 10 years in the Round Square community.
Our students and staff have opportunities to participate in
regional and international conferences, service projects
and exchanges with other Round Square schools.

A student commitiee within the school is tasked with
developing and promoiing activities that maich the six
IDEALS of Round Square: Internationalism, Democracy,
Environmentalism, Adventure, Leadership and Service.
Every year, the commiiiee organises evenis like the
charity Green Fashion Show, the Hound Square Day, as
well as invites guest speakers o deliver talks and conduct
workshops on different social and international issues.

oince the first science conference held in Hong Kong in
2006, the annual international conference has become
one of the most anticipated events on the school calendar
of SPCC.

Programme, Attachment Programme fo tertiary institufions
and business enterprises, and Self-initiated Programme.

Rites of Passage

Hiles of Passage is a four-week overseas outdoor residential
programme for Form 3 students to provide them with a
rich community living experience and a unique learning
opportunity in an unfamiliar environment. The summer
programme in Queensland, Australia challenges students in
a variety of physical and intellectual activities with a view
fo developing their personal and social skills, moral values
and atfitudes.

Student Organisalions and Extracurricular Activilies

To promote an all-round education and develop
leadership qualities, we place great emphasis on exira-
curricular activities. We have ftwo student organisations,
namely, the Prefect Board and the Student Union.
oStudenis can participaie in a wide range of leadership
programmes, community service, uniform groups,
academic clubs and societies, not to mention a great
array of music and sporis groups.

On a practical level, the careers staff will assist with
providing letters of recommendation and transcripts,
supervising entrance examinations, organising
workshops and visits from university represenialives
as well as keeping students informed about relevant
evenis happening in Hong Kong.

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Fee Remission and Financial Aid
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Fee Remission Scheme

SPCC has sirived to nurture students according to Christian
faith and whole person development of the individual. We
warmly welcome students based on their merit and potential
regardless of their family or social backgrounds. A fee
remission scheme is set to assist needy families requiring
financial assistance.

Our fee remission scheme is quofa free and among the
most generous in fown. A child from a family whose family
disposable income (after deduciting the home rental or
morigage repayment, etc.) is not higher than the Benchmark
Disposable Income (BDI) will qualify for a 100% fee remission.

To estimate how much fee remission you might receive if
admitted to the school, please make use of the “Calculator”
on our website.

Application for fee remission is simple and siraight forward.
The Application Form and Brochure can be downloaded
from the School website; printed copies are also available
for collection at the school.

Studenis are also eligible to apply for the Texibook
Assistance Scheme and Travel Subsidy Scheme operated
by the Student Financial Assistance Agency (SFAA) of the
HKSAR Governmeni. As our Fee Hemission Scheme is
among the most generous of its kind, families receiving the
Comprehensive Social Security Assistance and those SFAA
recipients are generally qualified for fee remission.
